I. PAPER SUBMISSION GUIDELINES:
1.1. The recommended size of papers/materials for publication (by paper type):

- translations of scientific papers from other languages – max 2 printer's sheets (up to 80,000 symbols with spacing);
- original research papers, lectures or fragments of a monograph/handbook to be published soon – max 1 printer's sheet (up to 40,000 symbols with spacing);
- essays, study materials or teaching guides – max 0.5 printer's sheet (up to 20,000 symbols with spacing);

- scientific reports and papers by Doctoral candidates – max 0.5 printer's sheet (up to 24,000 symbols with spacing);
{>- scientific reports and papers by PhD candidates – max 0.5 printer's sheet (up to 20,000 symbols with spacing);
- analytical materials, literature reviews – max 0.4 printer's sheets (10,000 symbols with spacing);

- book reviews – max 0.2 printer's sheets (8,000 symbols with spacing).

1.2. Papers and materials for publication are to be submitted as:

- Microsoft Office Word 2003/2007 documents, with:
- font «Times New Roman», line spacing 1,

- main font size – 12 (except for the list of reference and notes),

- list of reference (literature) and notes, author's reference – font size 11;  

- margins – 2 cm everywhere;

- indent (paragraph) – 1.25 cm;

- page numbers: top, centre aligned, no number on the first page;
- hyphenation: automatic;
- mandatory characters: quotes – «….» (within a citation another type of quotes must be used, for instance «….“….”…»); em dash (—).
1.3. For each paper/material the following must be provided:

- a colour photo  of the author;

- an expert judgment (only for materials to be published in the technical/engineering series of the journal) executed in compliance with the specified sample, and signed by the expert board chair and secretary and approved by the head of institution where the author works;

- a copyright license agreement, executed in compliance with the specified sample and signed by the author.

The paper/material and the supporting documents are to be e-mailed to the editorial office as separate files (see par. 1.9 and sample file names). The expert judgment and license agreement are to be additionally submitted in hard copy.
1.4. Paper text structure and arrangement (in compliance with the  requirements of the State Commission for Academic Degrees and Titles of the Russian Federation (VAK RF), Information notice No. 45.1-132 dated 14.10.2008):

- surname and initials of the author in Russian and English (left side);

- paper title in Russian and English (below the author's surname, left side);

- author's reference in Russian and English (surname, name, middle name/patronymic, academic degree and title, position, place of work/institution, country and locality, postal address, telephone number, e-mail box);

- a Summary in Russian and English describing the gist of the paper (the Russian language abstract comes first, each summary's best size is about 8 – 10 lines of text, both texts must be of identical content; scientific translations do not need any summary);

- not less than 1000 characters with spaces;
- Universal Decimal Classification No.;

- information about a scientific translation (the name of the author, the paper's title in the original language, publisher's imprint, total number of pages or numbers of the ones corresponding to the translated text; when submitting a translation to the journal one must comply with the international copyright law and provide a letter from the paper's author or publisher permitting the publication of texts that first appeared after 1975);

- the body text of the paper/material;

- a list of reference executed in compliance with the Russian state standard (GOST);

- a list of non-literary sources and end-notes (explanatory notes);
Single vertical spacing between the above listed elements is obligatory, in other cases it is forbidden. Type of alignment for the whole of the text – "justified". All components of the text (except for author's reference, summary, key-words and the list of reference/notes) must begin with an indent. 
1.5. Requirements for the design and arrangement of individual text components:

- surname and initials of the author are printed in bold type;

- paper title is printed in bold type uppercase;

- section subtitles – bold type (no numbers);

- emphasis within the body text – only the standard italic type (underlining, uppercase, bold type, and font size variations – are forbidden);

- numbered lists are arranged in a descending order ("1, 2, 3 ..." or "а, b, c …") and each item is an indent;

- for marked lists only the em dash is used;

- lists of reference (literature) are arranged in the alphabet order (see examples below);

- foreign language literature is placed at the end of the Russian language reference list, numbered consecutively and arranged in accordance with the alphabetical order of the foreign language in question;

- lists of other types of sources (for instance, web-sites) and end notes are arranged in their own consecutive numbering and placed right after the literature list, in the order of their appearance in the text.

1.6. Endnote guidelines:

- reference item numbers in text are given in square brackets after the relevant citation in quotes (the ordinal number of a source in the list is indicated first, than comes a page number divided by a comma; see examples below);

- when more than one literature item with the page number is indicated, they are divided by a semicolon (see examples below);

- reference numbers of non-literary sources and explanatory notes along with references to tables and pictures are placed in parentheses after the relevant paragraph (at the end of the phrase before the full-stop) while their content is explicated in a separate note list at the end of the text (see examples below).

1.7. Paper and other materials for publication can contain formulae, tables, illustrations and graphs created using the Microsoft Office Word 2003/2007. 

- illustration guidelines. Illustrations (images, pictures, etc) must be designed and arranged in compliance with the GOST 2.105-95 standard.
Parts and components of illustrated devices, machinery and assemblies are marked by Arabic numbers only if they are referenced to in the text. Position numbers (placed on extension lines) are recommended to be arranged sequentially within the image area clockwise, horizontally left to right or vertically top to bottom. 
Illustrations are to be supplemented by captions explaining their subject, content and referencing them to numbers mentioned in text whereto they apply (see example: Ris.1). 
If an illustration consists of more than one image marked by letters, then its caption must contain: 1) the word "Ris." (Fig.) and its number; 2) the title of the image and letter-marked parts of it (a, b) + explanations. 
Individual images making up the illustration are marked by lower-case letters of the Russian alphabet with a closing bracket, the whole of it being placed at the top left corner of the image (see examples: Ris. 2). 

Each illustration must be referenced to in the body text. A reference to an illustration is indicated (see examples below: Ris.1), while a reference to a part of an illustration marked by a letter is arranged in the following way: see example below: Ris. 1,a.

Graphs and line/area charts are often used in scientific papers. Since the main goal of this sort of illustrations is visualization of data, it is acceptable for charts to contain full-text explanations and labels or numerical indications explicated in a legend/caption below. Bars and pie-sectors in charts are recommended to be marked with text labels or shading, patterns, texture, gradient fill etc., each sector/bar being marked individually, but not by colours; similarly lines in charts are to be drawn by different line types (solid, dotted, dot-and-dash) but not coloured lines, because our printing lab can not process colours.
- table layout guidelines. Numeric Title: the word "Таблица" (table) and an Arabic number (no "No." sign and no full stop). A numeric title is placed above the right top corner of a table.
A subject title is placed above a table under its numeric title, center aligned, no full stop. If a subject title contains more than one line of text, the second line is placed symmetrically in relation to the first one.

A reference to a table from body text (see examples of table format: tabl. 1) is placed where the point is made which is illustrated/confirmed by the table.
Column and row names begin in upper case, nominative singular, without any abbreviations etc. except for conventional or text-specific ones. Hyphenations in column name are undesirable.
The column "Serial No." is forbidden in tables. When parameters, indicators or other data are to be numbered, such numbers should be placed in the stub column of the table.
The "Notes" column is acceptable only when its data apply to the majority of table rows.

If numeric or other type of data are unavailable for a cell, a dash is placed there. 
Numeric data in a table should contain no units of measurement which are to be removed to the stub text, header text or the title of a table.

The text in tables can be typed using Times 11.

- formulae guidelines. Formulae can be typed on new lines or in text. The latter variant is acceptable for shorter formulae and expressions (but only if they are not referenced to in the body text).
A formula that is referenced in the body text must be placed on a new line with its serial number in Arabic in parentheses, at the same level on the right side of the page. 
A system of formulae occupying two and more lines can be enclosed by curly brackets with their serial number being placed next to the tip of the bracket. If no brackets are used, the number is placed on a line corresponding to the horizontal middle of the formulae system.
A formula is included in a phrase as its peer element, therefore at the end of formulae and before them punctuation marks are used in accordance with applicable rules. If a curly bracket is used, punctuation marks are placed before it.
Typing in formulae, you must follow a number of rules:

· a formula can be hyphenated only before an operational sign, the latter being carried over to the next line; when hyphenating a formula at the multiplication sign the following symbol is used: «(»;
· natural language words that are used to link different formulae ("therefore", "accordingly", "since", "whence if follows that", etc.) must be placed at the left side of a page on a new line at a zero position;

· a multiplication sign is not used between factors; It is possible only when the used factors are integers.
According to the GOST 2.004-88 standard, the multiplication sign «(» can be replaced by an asterisk (*).

Explanation of symbols and numerical factors within a formula, if they are not explained in text, must be placed immediately before the formula. The order of explanation of symbols must follow the order of their appearance in the relevant formula. If a formula includes a fraction, numerator values are explained first, and only then –  denominator values.
Explanation begins with "where" placed on a new line in a zero position without a colon, then come explanations of each of the symbols separated by semicolons, one after another.
All formulae must be written and edited using the Microsoft Equation 3.0 software.
Latin symbols in mathematical formulae are written in italic type, Greek ones – upright type. 
The Mach number (М), the Reynolds number (Re), the Prandtl number (Pr), conventional mathematical abbreviations like min and max, unit size constancy (const), logarithms (lg, log) are commonly typed in upright Latin letters.

Indices which are abbreviated Russian words must be typed without full stops (Nж, (см). Indices comprised by two abbreviated Russian words are to be typed in the following way: the first abbreviation with a full stop, the second abbreviation without a full stop (Vк.дв, Hн.св).
Body text references to serial numbers of formulae are given in parentheses, for instance: Formula (2.3) is used for calculation of group indexes of competitive ability (see below an example of the formula).
1.8. Photo image guidelines (we accept only MO Picture Manager processed photos):

- file extension – JPEG;

- file size – between 600 Kb and 1 Mb;

- image resolution – min 1024 х 768.

Photo images must be sent to us as individual files (e.g. Ris. 1, Ris.2) with references in the body text as to where they belong. 
After all amendments and changes have been done to a photo image and it has been saved as a file of a specified format, it can be attached to e-mail messages (see sample file names).

1.9. All materials are to be sent via e-mail to the editorial office's mailbox (all files have individual names and consecutive numbering – see sample file names below): 

File 1 – the paper/material (MS Word);

File 2 – author's photo (JPEG);

File 3 – a photo illustrating the paper/material content (JPEG or MO Picture Manager);
File 4 – an expert judgment (a scanned document in the JPEG format);

File 5 – a copyright licensing agreement between the author and the journal for paper publication (a scanned document in the JPEG).

Optionally, a hard copy of all the materials can be sent over to the journal for verification purposes. Sending us hard copies of the expert opinion and copyright agreement is obligatory.
