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1. All papers and materials submitted to the journal for publication at the initiative of authors are subject to expert judgment in order to check their compliance with the journal's requirements and guidelines and, more specifically, with the journal's area of expertise. Decisions on compliance/noncompliance are taken by the executive secretary. In case compliance is revealed, the executive secretary enters the paper/material into the Paper Submission Log and forwards it to the head of appropriate journal's section. In case incompliance is revealed, such papers are not registered in the Paper Submission Log. Regardless of registration/non-registration of a paper in the Log, the executive secretary informs the appropriate author about the fact. Another function of the executive secretary is offering a preliminary conceptual evaluation of the paper in question and then sending it for review to a relevant expert. To check submitted articles for plagiarism we use the "Antiplagiat" system (http://www.antiplagiat.ru/).
2. Papers submitted for publication are further discussed at a meeting of the journal’s Editorial Board, where minimum 2 reviews are presented by colleagues specializing in the relevant field of study (1 written review commissioned by the journal’s department head to an external specialist and 1 oral review prepared by the head of the department him/herself. In case any discrepancy or disagreement between the two reviews arise, the latter’s opinion shall prevail and his/her review is rendered to a written form. An author as a right to appeal against such a decision in which case the paper shall be passed on to a new internal reviewer – one of the Editorial Board members – who has not taken part in the original discussion of the paper). Heads of journal sections with relevant expertise are directly responsible for timely reviewing of submitted papers. The editorial board comprises a range of subject-specific sections, such as: Aviation, Rocket&Space Technology; Power Engineering; Management, Information Technology and Computers; Mathematics and Mechanics; Mechanical Engineering; Metallurgy and Materials Technology; Fleet and Shipbuilding; Earth Sciences; Construction and Architecture; Philosophy, Sociology and Cultural Studies; Philology and Arts Studies; Psychology and Pedagogy; Political Science and Law; History; Economics. 
3. A paper is considered as accepted for publication if it brings positive reviews and if it has been approved of by the majority of the editorial board with relevant expertise.  Publication of a paper is impossible without a countersigned copyright agreement between the author and publisher stipulating its open access publication on the Internet. Another condition is a positive expert judgment confirming the paper contains no classified information or data.  All engineering, mathematical and natural science papers are subject to this sort of evaluation. All liberal arts, social economic and cultural studies' papers are subject to this sort of evaluation if the head of a relevant journal section, as a result of the preliminary judgment, believes that it is a necessary measure. The order and priority of paper publication is determined subject to the volume of materials in each section available for every specific issue.
4. The fact of paper acceptance/rejection for publication is notified to the author in writing by the executive secretary. If a paper is OK for publication but needs some clarification/finalization/changing, appropriate recommendations and guidance will be part of the executive secretary's letter. After the mutually approved version of a paper is finally accepted for publication, the executive secretary notifies the author about the fact in new letter. Reviews of paper manuscripts including a recommendation for publication or a substantiated refuse to do so prepared by the editorial board can be sent by post or electronically to the authors at the latter's request. Authors have a right to improve/finalize their papers or replace them by other materials. All phases of paper consideration/examination by the editorial board are documented in the Paper Submission Log published on the journal's web-site.
